Investment flexibility Investments that are TFSA eligible can be the same as those available for investments 
held within RRSPs, including mutual funds, money market funds, Guaranteed Investment Certificates (GICs), 
publicly traded securities, and government and corporate bonds. 
Personal financial flexibility A TFSA works well for short- or long-term financial goals such as: 
• A ready source of emergency funds. 
• Saving for a new car, cottage or dream vacation. 
• Saving for the down payment on a new home or starting your own business. 
• Reducing taxes on your non-registered investments. 
• Adding to your retirement savings. 
• Adding to education savings beyond RESPs. 
• Splitting income with your spouse to minimize taxes. 
• And TFSA withdrawals don’t affect your eligibility for income-tested federal benefits such as Old Age        
Security (OAS).
